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This award is presented to Civil Engineering Projects within the ASCE Illinois Section that exhibit the greatest innovation in sustainability.  The Award Rules are as follows:
· The award may be made annually to a civil engineering project in recognition of creativity in the form of innovative sustainability. Projects may be any that demonstrate innovation in sustainability. 
· To be eligible for consideration, projects must, first and foremost, demonstrate adherence to the principles of economic, social and environmental sustainability. Projects developed or implemented in the six-year period preceding the year of award are eligible. 
· The criteria used to evaluate projects are: 
· The extent to which innovative design or construction methods improve economic, social and environmental sustainability; 
· The promise shown by the innovation to extend future developments in sustainability; 
· The degree to which the project extends public understanding of sustainability in construction. 
· Entries for the award should include:

1. A nominator’s cover letter describing how the project exemplifies the economic, social and environmental principles of sustainability, the merits and title of the project, a clear description of the innovation in sustainability, the anticipated advantages to be obtained, and a statement of how the sustainable project met the client’s needs.
2. A  Sustainability in Civil Engineering Award nomination form (attached).
3. Three to six color photographs, including captions, depicting the project and its innovation in sustainability.

4. Statement of support from project owner (if different from nominator). 

· The recipient of this award shall be recommended by the Illinois Section Sustainability Committee to the Awards Committee and Illinois Section Board for final approval. Entries not selected to receive the award may be carried over for reconsideration in the following year provided they remain eligible within the six-year completion period.
